- Stay home. - Wear a mask (except for a child who is under school age).

If you are a vulnerable individual (e.g., older adult or individual with a chronic iliness)
- Contact Info Santé 811. A nurse will give you advice.

For 10 days after symptoms appear
- Keep a distance of 1to 2 metres (3 to 6 feet) from other people, if possible.
Are you concerned - Avoid coming into contact with vulnerable individuals (e.g., older people, individuals with a chronic illness

about your health or the or weakened immune system). If not possible, wear a mask (except for a child under school age).
